Establishment of Mental Habilitation Attorney Panel 

 

WHEREAS, Administrative Order 03-20 established an Ad Hoc Committee for the 

purpose of creating panels for the representation of individuals who are the subject of Mental 

Health and Mental Habilitation proceedings in the District of Columbia Superior Court, pursuant 

to D.C. Code § 21-543 and Section 7-1304.2; and  

 

WHEREAS, in March 2012 the Mental Health and Mental Habilitation Panel Committee 

submitted to the Chief Judge its Final Report on its evaluation of applications and 

recommendation of names of attorneys eligible for appointment to represent individuals who are 

the subject of Mental Habilitation proceedings;

 and 

 

WHEREAS, the Chief Judge is satisfied that the recommendations of the Mental Health 

and Mental Habilitation Panel Committee with respect to the attorneys to be placed on the 

Mental Habilitation Attorney Panel have been made after careful study and consideration of each 

attorney eligible to be considered, and should be accepted in their entirety without change; and 

 

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the administration of justice for a Mental 

Habilitation Attorney Panel to be constituted at this time;  

 

NOW, THEREFORE, it is by the Court, 

 

ORDERED, that a Provisional Panel is created which shall consist of the attorneys as 

recommended by the Committee and listed in the Provisional Panel Member list on Appendix 1, 

attached hereto; that a Panel is created which shall consist of the attorneys as recommended by 

the Committee and listed as Panel Members on Appendix 1 attached hereto; it is further 

 

ORDERED, that absent suspension or removal, the Mental Habilitation Attorney Panel 

attorneys listed in Appendix 1 as Panel Members are appointed to the panel for a period of four 

(4) years, at which time they must submit an application for reappointment, pending the 

determination of which they may remain a member of the panel, and if reappointed, every four 

(4) years thereafter; it is further 

 

ORDERED, that the Provisional Panel Member attorneys listed in Appendix 1 shall be 

eligible to accept appointment as counsel to parties in Mental Habilitation proceedings for a 

period of one (1) year, at which time they must further apply to become full members of the 

Mental Habilitation Panel for the remaining years of the term, pending the determination of 

which they may remain Provisional Panel members; it is further

 By Administrative Order No. 08-24, the Chief Judge previously constituted a panel of attorneys for appointment in 

Mental Health cases, based on the Panel’s earlier report of December 17, 2008.

ORDERED, that those listed attorneys on each list whose names are designated with an 

asterisk, may be appointed to represent any person who is the subject of a Mental Habilitation 

proceeding except for a member of the plaintiff class in the Evans v. Gray litigation;
