Following two years of practice, he entered public service, joining the Public Integrity
Section of the Department of Justice in 1985 as atrial attorney. Over the next seven
years, Judge Campbell handled numerous criminal investigations, trials, and appealsin
locations throughout the country, including Virginia, Rhode Island, Florida, West
Virginia, New Y ork, Tennessee, Indiana, Louisiana, and the District of Columbia. In
1991, Judge Campbell joined the U.S. Attorney’s Office for the District of Columbiaas
the Chief of the Public Corruption and Government Fraud Section, where he served until
his appointment to the Superior Court bench. In that capacity, he supervised al public
corruption and fraud investigations and prosecutions in the District involving both federal
and local officials.
